With experience in these jobs
comes a chance to grow into other
opportunities. Musicians sometimes
end up conducting, dancers past
their physical prime can end up as
choreographers, and some actors
even switch to directing. One thing is
for sure: there is a never ending de-
mand for entertainment in this area
and with the population expanding
the demand will only increase.
